The lake is of glacial origin. 
The size of the lake in the past was much larger, as evidenced 
by the discovered areas of typical lake vegetation at a 
considerable distance from the lake. 
In the 1970s and 1980s, land reclamation works were carried 
out near the lake to drain the Lipovsky swamp, which 
dramatically affected the state of the aquatic ecosystem, 
causing peat deposits on the bottom and the formation of 
sapropel with a thickness of one and a half meters.

The solution of the 

problem is the introduction of an environmental management system 

which will reduce the impact on the environment.

First of all, we can reduce the amount of rubbish by using re-

usable and long-lasting things, giving clothes to charity and recycling such 

things as glass, paper and plastic. Also, we can take part in clean-up days.
